Feral Hog Compartment Selection Procedures

Feral Hog compartment drawing applications will be accepted between February 1 and April 30 of each
year. Feral Hog compartment applications must be sent to the following address to be placed in the
random drawing. Only one (1) card is allowed per applicant.

Individuals must be eighteen years old or older to apply. The Feral Hog compartment application shall
be a white 3” X 5” note or index card with the following information on it.

e Name as it appears on Driver’s License or State ID Card
e Address as it appears on Driver’s License or State ID Card, with city and zip code

e Both daytime and evening telephone numbers

A random drawing will be conducted for feral hog compartments at the Somerville Lake Office on June
6, 2012. Individuals on randomly drawn cards will be notified via mail or phone and MUST meet at the
Somerville Lake Office on June 13, 2012 at 7:00p.m.to select feral hog compartments and complete
required forms. Individuals failing to attend the meeting forfeit the opportunity to select a feral hog
compartment. Compartment selection will be conducted in the order in which the cards were randomly
drawn. Two individuals will be allowed to attend the selection meeting. The first individual is the
individual on the randomly drawn card, this individual MUST show a valid Driver’s License or State ID
prior to selecting the feral hog compartment and will select the compartment location. The second
individual is allowed to attend only as the alternate and will sign as the alternate on the permit. After
feral hog compartments are selected, hunting can begin at anytime. Permits will begin on July 1, 2012
and end June 30, 2013. All hog blinds, feeders, and traps MUST be removed by the end of the
permitted period of time. Stipulations for fulfilling the permit will be addressed at the selection meeting.
